Contest Guidelines

1. Submit only your most compelling 
work.  We want to be wowed, astonished, 
blown away, sockless, and breathless after 
we see your work.
2. All contestants submit only one piece 
of work (series of less than 5 pieces will be 
accepted, as long as there is a noticeable 
correlation.)
3. Send it to us with enough resolution 
for the size you want it to be printed at!  
Remember, this is a design contest for the 
most “wow” piece so the better it looks 
printed, the better your chances are at 
getting some cash!
4. Make sure you consider what you want 
it to be printed on: here are some choices – 
Paper, Glass, Plastic, Cardboard, Foam 
board, and Vinyl!
5. Please create designs that are smaller 
than 4’ x 8’ and at least 8” on both sides.
6. We can print on a range of substrates 
aka items and materials (as long as they 
are less than 1.75” thick and relatively flat).
7. Submissions will be accepted on an 
individual or group basis, so please specify.
8. All submissions will be received, then 
made to be anonymous so that all judging 
will be fair and impartial.
